DESCRIPTION OF WORKSHIOPS 

Infectious Disease - ECE-2 - This training will address the prevention of communicable disease in all 

areas from birth to school age; in family child care homes and center based care. This workshop has been 

developed to meet the requirement for all child care providers to have a minimum of 2 hours instruction in 

disease prevention within their first year of employment. 

 

Injury Control - ECE-2 - This training has been developed to assist providers in identifying common 

injuries, hazards, dangers and safety issues to assist them in reducing injuries to children in their care.  This 

workshop has been developed to meet the requirement for all child care providers to have a minimum of 2 

hours instruction in childhood injury control within their first year of employment.  

 

Child Abuse and Neglect - ECE-6 - This training has been developed to recognize possible child abuse 

and neglect for children of all ages. This workshop has been developed to meet the requirement for all 

child care providers to have a minimum of 2 hours instruction in child abuse and neglect identification and 

prevention within their first year of employment.    

 

Me Time -  ECE-7 - This hands-on interactive workshop has been designed to assist child care providers 

in understanding the importance of professional development and leadership growth.  Participants will 

learn about appropriate resources that will benefit them in their professional growth and how to 

demonstrate proper leadership skills. This workshop is for employees of child care centers, family group 

homes, family child care, and meets the requirements for pre-service training for potential family child 

care providers. 

 

Speaker of the House - ECE-5 - This hands-on interactive workshop has been designed to assist child care 

providers in initializing positive communication with families.  This workshop is for employees of child 

care centers, family group homes, family child care, and meets the requirements for pre-service training 

for potential family child care providers. 
 

Together We Stand - ECE-6 - This training will address how providers and parents can advocate for child 

focused  issues at the local, state and national level and how to become involved.  The training will address 

how to lobby to have child abuse laws strengthened, reporting child abuse, helping parents evaluate their 

child care program and offering resources for parents to use in their home environment. This workshop is 

for employees of child care centers, family group homes, family child care, and meets the requirements 

for pre-service training for potential family child care providers. 
 

CPR/1st Aid - ECE-2 - Basic life support and first aid for infants, children and adults.  Does not include 

AED training.  These workshops do not count as part of your annual 10 hours training; they are additional 

requirements.  If you successfully complete the course, you will receive your certification. 

 

Fire Safety - ECE-2 - This workshop is required by the State Fire Marshall’s office.  ALL employees 

MUST take this class within the first 90-days of employment. Once you have successfully completed the 

beginner class, you must renew your certificate every three years  

 

Discovery Zone - ECE-3 - Child care providers will benefit from this workshop by having the opportunity 

to discuss the importance of scientific inquiry, identify materials to be included in science learning centers 

and participate in various science activities.  Competent child care providers will be able to take the 

information learned and create an environment for children that allows curiosity, exploration and problem 

solving.   

 



How Do We Grow? ï The Early Years - ECE-1 - Participants in this workshop will have the opportunity 

to identify milestones and activities for the early years of child development. 
 

Five Classical Senses - ECE-3 - Participants will identify the five classical senses, identify activities that 

can be used to create a multi-sensory environment and plan one day using the theme based plan. 
 

Lesson Plans - ECE-6 - Participants will identify the three parts to an objective, create a lesson plan, 

identify the purpose of accommodations and enrichment and demonstrate understanding of 

developmentally appropriate practices.  
 

PB & GELS - How to effectively use the resources provided. - ECE-3 - Participants will have an 

opportunity review the Georgia Early Learning Standards and to plan one age-appropriate, 

developmentally appropriate activity for the children in their care.  This workshop is for employees of 

child care centers, family group homes, family child care, and also meets the requirements for pre-service 

training for potential family child care providers. 

 

Positive Guidance - ECE-4 - Do you know the difference between guidance and punishment?  This hands-

on, interactive workshop will identify differences between guidance and punishment, list positive guidance 

techniques and practice positive skills to use in your classroom. 

 

Prim and Proper – ECE-5 - This hands-on interactive workshop has been designed to assist child care 

providers in understanding the legalities of a family child care program.  Participants will learn to identify 

tax laws, licensing requirements, types of liability insurance, and items for appropriate recordkeeping. This 

workshop meets the requirements for pre-service training for potential family child care providers. 
 

Story Stations - ECE-3 - Sharing books with children enhances language and literacy but the stories 

themselves can also be used as a starting point to link activities from all learning areas into your classroom. 

 

The Psychology of Play - ECE-4 - Participants will have the opportunity to discuss the importance of 

play, identify the different stages of play and to define what a classroom should look like to offer 

maximum playing opportunities. 

 

My Healthy Body - ECE-2 - The goals of this lesson are to assist teachers in helping children increase 

their knowledge of healthy habits and to help them learn how to take care of their bodies.   

 

Rainy Day Activities - ECE-3 - What do you do when the weather prohibits outside play? This workshop 

will introduce practical ways to work those large muscles in your inside classroom. 
 

Show Me The Evidence: Effectively Using Portfolios in Your Program - ECE-6 - This workshop will 

address several questions regarding the use of portfolios in the early childhood classroom.  Some of the 

issues to be addressed will be: What is a Child Portfolio?;   Why should I develop a portfolio for the 

children in my care?; and,   What Items Can I Use In My Portfolio? 

 

Donôt Resist Art! -ECE-3 - The participants will receive a hands-on approach to art from how to set the 

mood for the environment in the classroom to how to implement various art techniques. 
 

Virtual Field Trips - ECE-3 - Participants will receive a hands-on approach to using the computer to 

extend learning beyond the classroom. 

 

Musical Genres - ECE-3 - Participants will engage in a hands-on class exploring the benefits of 

incorporating activities related to various musical genres in the classroom.
